Save Our Indian River Lagoon Project Plan 2023 Update — County Commission approved the
Committee’s recommendations.

Osprey Water Reclamation Facility Upgrade — Construction complete

Basin 89/Scottsmoor | Stormwater Treatment — Substantial construction complete

North Merritt Island Zone E Septic-to-Sewer — Met with River Moorings to discuss easement needs
Leaky Lateral Repairs — 378 of 648 detected leaks have been repaired; 52 grant applications received;
41 grant recipient sites have been repaired and processed for payment

Septic Upgrades — 14 more reimbursements processed for a total of 129 completed to date; 263
homeowner cost-share agreements executed

In-Ground Nitrogen Reducing Biofilter Septic System — Consultant is collecting additional data to
expand the final report per state requests. Staff is working with owners to finalize the septic permits.
Inspections of the properties were completed.

University of Central Florida completed 1- and 3-month monitoring on planter boxes at McNabb Park,
with 83.3 - 97.3% survival of red mangroves and 100% survival of Spartina alterniflora (after 1-month).
Septic and Fertilizer Outreach Contract renewed with MTN
